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Requirements

1.0 Resource Exchange Area
The following requirements are related to the resource exchange area.

1.1 The resource area will visible to the public.
All uploaded resources will be visible to all visitors to the site with the exception of the Advisers area.
1.2 The resources will be sorted by category.
The resources will be sorted into the following categories:

· English – Te Reo Maori
· Learning languages – Ngā Reo
· Mathematics and statistics – Pāngarau 
· Health and physical education – Hauora 
· Science – Pūtaiao
· Social Sciences – Tikanga ā iwi
· Technology – Hangarau 

· The Arts – Ngā Toi
· Cross curricular resources
· Research
· Advisers (private)

New sections may be added in the future.
1.3 Users must be logged in to upload a resource
The resource upload area is a private area. The link is visible to all users, but if a user is not logged in, clicking this link will take them to a log in prompt.
1.4 Uploaded resources will be post-moderated
1.5 Resources will be limited certain file types, and a limited file size
The uploaded resources will be limited to 5MB in size, and will be limited to the following file types:

· Word Doc (.doc)
· PDF (.pdf)

· Excel Spreadsheet (.xls)

· Power Point (.ppt)

· Flash File (.swf)

· Image files (.jpg, .gif, .png)

· Sound files (.mp3)

· Video files (.mov)
2.0 User Registration
The following are functional requirements related to user registration.

2.1 Users may register on the site, but must be approved before being able to access private areas.

2.2 Approved users will be able to access all areas of the site except Advisors. Users will need to be specifically given access to this area.

2.3 Users may register by following the “Register” link wherever there is a login area.
2.4 All registered users who are logged in are able to see all private areas except Advisors. Only users with defined permissions will be able to access the Advisors area. 

3.0  Forums
The following are functional requirements related to the forums.
3.0 The forums are a public area.

The link is visible to all users, and the user may view all forum messages when not logged in. If a user is not logged in, they may not post any messages. They must log in to access this functionality.

The Advisers forum will be shown in the list of forums, but can only be accessed if the visitor is logged in as an adviser.
3.1 Forum posts are post-moderated
3.2 Forum log in
A user who is already logged in will be able to post, and will not see the log in/registration area.
A user who is not logged in will not see the post button, and will have the log in/registration area available.
3.3 Forum Administration
Forum moderators will be able to remove all forum posts. Forum administrators will be able to add, remove and modify the forums, as well as remove any forum posts.
3.4 Subscribing 

Users can subscribe to forum threads, and will be notified via email when the thread has been updated.
4.0 News and Events
The following are functional requirements related to the news and events area.
4.1 Posting News Items
All logged in users will be able to post a news item by clicking the submit news area on the news page.

All submitted news items are pre-moderated. The moderator must approve each news item before it goes live.
If a user is not logged in after clicking the “Submit News” link, they will be presented with a log in/register area.
4.2 Post News Page
Logged in users will be presented with the following fields:
· News title

· News summary (up to 80 characters)

· News content

· Related link

Logged in users may then click submit, and will be directed to a page informing them the news item will be posted after it has been moderated.


4.3 News Page
The News Page will show the latest news stories.  The news stories from the past three months will be shown in descending order by date.
The news stories will be shown with the news title, the news summary, and a more link.
News stories older than three months will be placed in the news archive area.

4.4 Posting Events
All logged in users will be able to post an event by clicking the submit an event area on the events page.

All submitted events are pre-moderated. The moderator must approve each event before it goes live.

If a user is not logged in after clicking the “Submit an event” link, they will be presented with a log in/register area.

4.5 Post Event Page

Logged in users will be presented with the following fields:

· Event title

· Event date range

· Event summary (up to 80 characters)

· News content

· Related link

Logged in users may then click submit, and will be directed to a page informing them the event will be posted after it has been moderated.
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
